Q: From a kid's perspective, 
why do YOU think it is im-
portant that children with 
autism play with children 
who don't have disabilities? 

 JDK: Well, the world is 

made up of lots of differ-

ent people and it's good to 

be around them. Kids with 

autism can then see that 

they have more in common 

with kids without disabili-

ties than they might think 

and that lots of kids would 

like to be their friend. 

They can also learn from 

being around kids without 

disabilities and share and 

teach what they know and 

like. I learn a lot from my 

friends who have autism 

and from my sister too.
